Locating the NDC: 
The NDC is found on the label of prescription drug items. Please see the example below. 
 

 
 
Reporting an NDC on a CMS-1500 Claim Form: 
To report an NDC on a CMS-1500 claim form, enter the following information in the shaded 
portion of field 24 in the order listed below: 
 NDC qualifier of N4 and NDC 11-digit numeric code.  Note: If the leading zero(s) of the NDC has been 

omitted, add them to the claim and submit it in the correct 11-digit format. 
 Drug description 
 NDC unit of measure qualifier and quantity as follows: 

- F2 – Internal Unit 
- GR – Gram (e.g., GR0.045) 
- ML – Milliliter (e.g., ML1.0) 
- UN – Unit (e.g., UN1.000) 
 

CMS-1500 NDC Example: 

 
 
Valid HCPCS code(s) and NDC identifiers must be entered on the claim form. If the NDC does not 
have a specific HCPCS code, assign the appropriate miscellaneous code per Centers for Medicare 
and Medicaid correct Coding Guidelines. Reminder, you cannot bill more than one NDC per 
service line. 
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
